May 1, 2010 --  Larry Kobrovsky continued his string of strong straw poll showings with a solid 
second place at the Berkeley County Republican Breakfast on Saturday.  He finished well 
ahead of two candidates with the biggest names in the race for Congress. 

    Kobrovsky received 25 percent of the vote to show the kind of support and success in Berkeley 
County that he has found in Horry County.  He won the Carolina Forest Republican Straw vote 
on March 30 and finished in a statistical dead heat at the top at the Myrtle Beach Tea Party 
event on April 15.
    
ñI am very pleased with the result which shows the message is resonating.  Berkeley County 
Republicans are responding to our campaign with the same enthusiasm we have found in 
Horry County,ò Kobrovsky said.  ñPeople keep telling me they like it that I am more like them 
and I am not just another politician hoping to climb the career ladder.   
ñThe only way to change Washington is to stop sending the same types of politicians to 
Washington. I represent that change.ò
 
  
The final tally showed that 220 people voted at the breakfast.  Tim Scott finished first with 82 
votes or 37 percent; Larry Kobrovsky had 55 votes or 25 percent; Paul Thurmond had 41 
votes or 19 percent.  The rest of the candidates finished with the following votes: Stovall 
Witte, 14 votes or 6 percent; Ken Glasson, 12 votes or 5 percent; Katherine Jenerette, 7 votes 
or 3 percent or ; Carroll ñTumpyò Campbell 5 votes or 2 percent; Mark Lutz, 4 votes or 2 
percent; and Clark Parker, 0 votes.
